
   Research in Need Grant Application

SUNY-ESF Graduate Student Association

A maximum of $500 per person will be awarded to support graduate research. 

Eligibility: Students must be enrolled in a graduate program at SUNY ESF and must be applying for funding to support very current (purchases made in 2011) or future research. Funding will not be provided for research that has already been completed. Students must have no alternative funding sources. Preference will be given to students who are near the completion of their degree. 

All full and part-time matriculated graduate students are members of the GSA and are eligible to apply for GSA funds. GSA shall not discriminate, or promote any form of discrimination, on basis of race, gender, religion, national origin, age, handicap, sexual orientation, marital or veteran’s status in any program, activity, or service.  

To apply for an award, submit the following itemized information (not to exceed two pages, exclusive of attachments) 

1.
Applicant name, graduate program affiliation and contact information

2.
Title and description of proposed research.  Include place(s) and date(s) and significance of the project.

3.
The value of the grant to the applicant and research, outreach or scholarly program

4.
Itemized Budget: Estimate the costs of the project such as travel to field sites, equipment and supplies.  GSA can only reimburse purchases made by the applicant, and receipts must be provided to the GSA treasurer by the second week of May 2011. Personal expenditures, such as food or rent, are not reimbursable.

Attachments

Major Professor’s signed letter verifying that the student has no alternative funding for research.
