
DEAN’S CALL FOR PROPOSALS

ESF GRADUATE STUDENT TRAVEL GRANTS

2011-2012 

A maximum of $1,500 will be awarded for domestic meetings, and a maximum of $2,000 will be awarded for international meetings. Because of high demand and many good proposals, typical awards range between $300 and $600. These funds are not intended to replace other travel support sources. Applicants may apply for support of one event per funding cycle (academic year).

The criteria for selection of awardees are 1) level of participation (e.g., delivering a paper or invited presentation or invited panel participation receives the highest consideration, poster presentations next, and general participation and attendance is least favored); 2) significance of the meeting (national and international conferences receive greater weight than local and regional meetings or workshops); 3) stage of progress toward degree (near-defense students receive higher priority); 4) strength of major professor’s recommendation with regard to professional development and ESF programs; 5) availability of matching funds (not required, but definitely helpful); 6) degree level, e.g., all other things being equal, PhD students receive first priority, MS second, MPS & MLA third.
To apply for an award, submit the following itemized information (not to exceed two pages, exclusive of attachments)

Applicant name, graduate program affiliation and degree program, expected time to degree completion, and contact information, including local mailing and e-mail address.

Sponsoring organization, place and date(s)

b.
Size and profile of expected audience

c.
Significance of the meeting

Applicant role and engagement in the meeting 
4.
Opportunities to promote the graduate program at ESF and to recruit graduate students (wearing ESF clothing is NOT a favored means of achieving this goal)

5.
The value of the meeting to applicant and research, outreach or scholarly program (be specific about your own program and research)

6.
Funds required for the proposed travel

a.
Include a statement of expected expenses

b.
Portion provided from other sources

c.
Reason the entire cost cannot be paid from other sources

Fall 2009:  For travel between 1 September 2011 and 30 March 2012
Application deadline: 30 September 2011
Spring 2010:  For travel between 1 March, 2012 and 30 September, 2012
Application deadline: 31 January 2012
